The Association continues to raise funds for several projects to benefit R. A. Long High
School:

e The purchase and installation of an electronic reader board

For several years, the Association has been acting as custodian for alarge sum of money for
the R. A. Long Booster Club. The Booster Club had set this fund aside for the purpose of in-
stalling an electronic reader board at the school from its own fundraising efforts. However,
the Booster Club needed some of this fund to support their other fund-raising activities for
2007. The Association returned approximately half of this fund to the Booster Club at their
written request.

During 2007 the Association has also adopted a different approach to some activities. For ex-
ample, the R. A. Long Marching Band requested assistance with replacing two aging sousa-
phones (more commonly known as “tubas”). Theinstruments are very expensive to replace.
The Association offered to fund the purchase of one of the two sousaphones if the school
would purchase the other. The school did and the Association matched the purchase.



The Association has grown from just a few people gatheringin 2002 with the idea, “Wouldn’t it be
nice to form an alumni association to maintain contact amongst the different generations of R. A.
L ong students and to benefit the school and current studentsin some way?” to over 370 members.

We look forward to continued growth in the Association and continued serviceto R. A. Long High
School and its current students.
